	The Oneida County District Attorney’s Office has been made aware that the FBI has notified all CODIS participating laboratories of errors in the FBI population database which is utilized by forensic laboratories across the country.  This database is used by both the Onondaga County Center for Forensic Science and the New York State Police Crime Laboratory.  The statistics in question have been used by the laboratories since 1999.  The Onondaga County Laboratory discontinued the use of the statistics in question on June 11, 2015. The New York State Police Laboratory discontinued their use on May 22, 2015.  
	It should be noted that the errors in the population database did not affect the final determination of inclusion or exclusion, only the statistical frequency estimate for match probabilities.
	If you believe that you have represented a defendant whose case may be affected by this error, please contact me at 315-798-5571 or dlupi@ocgov.net so that we can have the population statistics recalculated and determine if further action is necessary.
